HAZARDOUS WASTE DISPOSAL GUIDELINES (8 July 1999)

 DIRECT REMOVAL CONTRACT – CALL EMO FOR CONTAINER REMOVAL WHEN BELOW LISTED CONTAINERS FOUND THROUGHOUT VARIOUS MAINTENANCE AREAS ARE ¾ FULL 

1.  WASTE OIL – For disposal of any used internal combustion oil to include both natural and synthetic oil.  Empty oil containers must be disposed of IAW  POL Contaminated Solids information below.  

2.  WASTE FUEL – For disposal of waste fuel, to include Diesel, Mogas, JP4 and JP8.  

3. POL CONTAMINATED SOLIDS – For disposal of any solids that are contaminated 

with POL products and are smaller than 20 inches in any direction.  This includes EMPTY engine oil cans, EMPTY transmission fluid cans, EMPTY hydraulic fluid cans, used oil and fuel filters, oily rags, small amounts (less than 10% of total volume) of FUEL OR OIL CONTAMINATED absorbent, and small amounts of (less than 5% of total volume) of Fuel or Oil Contaminated soil.  Cans larger than 20 inches in any direction must be either (1) cleaned to prevent any spillage and crushed before disposal in these containers, (2) turned in to DRMO as Hazardous Waste, or (3) triple rinsed and turned in as scrap metal into DRMO Grossauheim. Contact EMO for assistance.  The BSB can receive funds under RRRP (recycling program) for scrap metal turn in if processed correctly; contact EMO for assistance.

4.  PAINT CANS - For disposal of partially used or solidified paint in cans.  Paint cans must have secure lids and be smaller than 20 inches in any direction.  Liquid paint may not be poured into these dumpsters and good condition (serviceable) paint may be turned into your SSA or the DPW Self Help Stores for redistribution.  Paint cans, brushes or rags containing completely dry paint residue may be disposed of in the regular trash dumpster.  Chemical Agent Resistant Coating (CARC) paint must be disposed of at DRMO.  Contact EMO for assistance.  Paint aerosol cans can not be disposed of in these containers (see aerosol paint below).

5.  EMPTY PLASTIC CONTAINERS – For disposal of any empty plastic containers once containing hazardous substances, which have not been thoroughly cleaned.  Containers must be smaller than 20 inches in any direction.  Items larger than 20 inches must be either (1) cleaned to prevent any spillage and crushed before disposal in these containers or (2) turned in to DRMO as Hazardous Waste.  All containers must be empty prior to disposal and liquid may not be poured into these containers.  Completely cleaned plastic containers may be disposed of as regular trash.

6.  WASTE ANTIFREEZE – For disposal of antifreeze/water mixture.  Empty antifreeze containers may be thoroughly triple rinsed with water and the rinse water disposed of in the waste antifreeze container and the clean containers disposed of in the regular trash dumpster.  

7.  PHOTO CEMICAL WASTE – For disposal of processed fixer and developer solution which has been diluted during photo, map or x-ray developing processes.  Expired or excess full strength photochemical solution can not be emptied into these containers; they must be disposed of at DRMO.  Contact EMO for assistance.  Empty plastic containers containing photo chemical residue may be thoroughly rinsed with water and the rinse water disposed of in these containers and the rinsed containers disposed of as regular trash.

8.  DRY CELL HOUSEHOLD BATTERIES – Used household dry cell batteries may go to the following locations during normal business hours: Hanau PX by the camera counter, Hanau Commissary by the main entrance, Fliegerhorst Shopette, Buedingen Shopette, Pioneer Shopette, Pioneer Self Help Store, Buedingen Self Help, and SSSC.  Dispose of the batteries in the appropriate compartment provided on the battery collection box.  Check the label on the battery for the battery type.  The five different compartments are Alkaline/Carbon-Zinc/Manganese, Mercury, Lithium, Nickel Cadmium, and Magnesium.

9.  MILITARY VEHICLE LEAD ACID BATTERIES – These batteries must be turned into your servicing Maintenance Activity for turn-in to DRMO Mainz-Kastel.

OTHER HAZARDOUS WASTE   
A.  NON HOUSEHOLD BATTERIES  (such as military batteries used in various equipment) must be disposed of at DRMO.  Contact EMO for assistance.  

B.  POV LEAD ACID BATTERIES  - These batteries may be disposed of at AAFES Car Care Center. It is illegal to place them inside or next to the regular trash dumpster.

C.  BATTERY ACID FROM LEAD ACID BATTERIES  - Battery Acid from lead acid batteries may only be handled and disposed of at the authorized battery shop.  

D.  AEROSOL CANS CONTAINING PESTICIDES, INSECTICIDES & HERBICIDES – Unusable full or partially full aerosol cans are collected in a plastic barrel for disposal.  Contact EMO for assistance.

E.  AEROSOL CANS CONTAINING POLYURETHANE – Partially full or empty aerosol cans containing POLYURETHANE foam must be collected in a plastic barrel for disposal. Contact EMO for assistance.

F.  AEROSOL CANS OTHER THAN PESTICIDES, INSECTICIDES, HERBICIDES & POLYURETHANE FOAM – Unusable full or partially full aerosol cans are collected in a plastic barrel for disposal.  Some examples are lube oil, hair spray, deicers, oven cleaner, spray paint cans, etc. Contact EMO for assistance.

G.  FLUORESCENT LIGHT TUBES – Burned out fluorescent light tubes go to the DPW Self Help Stores for a one for one exchange.  Regular incandescent light bulbs may be thrown into the regular trash.

H.  COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDERS - Military mission compressed gas cylinders considered excess or unserviceable should be turned in for reissuing/servicing. Contact EMO for assistance.

I.  PROPANE GAS CYLINDERS – Reusable propane gas cylinders that are purchased from AAFES facilities may be refilled for reuse or purged on the local German economy for transporting back to the States.  Non-reusable household cylinders can be turned-in to the Self Help Stores for disposal.   For Military cylinders remove the core valve, triple rinse, and turn in to DRMO-Grossauheim as scrap metal.  The BSB can receive funds under RRRP (recycling) for scrap metal turn in if processed correctly; contact EMO for assistance.

J.  MEDICINE – Expired or unneeded and over-the-counter or prescription medicine obtained from American facilities may be returned to your local Pharmacy.  An appointment must be made before disposing of medicine at the Dispensary by calling DSN 322-8388 or CIV 06181-88-8388, extension 14.  Expired or unneeded medication obtained from German pharmacy may be returned to the same pharmacy.

K.   HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS CLEANERS – The 414TH BSB has drop off/redistribution points at the Self-Help Stores for all household cleaners and paint.  Reusable cleaners and paint in original containers and in good condition can be reissued and are FREE to anyone.  Nonservicable items are collected at the Self Help Stores for disposal at DRMO and cannot be thrown in the normal trash.  An alternative is various collection points on the German economy.  Contact EMO for locations and turn-in dates.
