HOUSEHOLD ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES

· SEPARATE OR RECYCLE TRASH (SORT) PROGRAM BOOKLET 

· HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS MATERIAL/WASTE (EXCERPT FROM SORT) INFORMATION
· VEHICLE REPAIRS - Major repairs on vehicles within the housing areas are not authorized.  Minor maintenance vehicle repairs may be made in place.  Draining of oil, grease, antifreeze, brake fluid, etc., on the streets, parking areas, and lawns is prohibited.  The local Auto Craft Shops have facilities for self help maintenance of this nature.  (Reference Family Housing Guide)

· WASHING VEHICLES - Vehicles may be washed in housing areas using clean water without soap.  Water hoses may only be used if they have a spray attachment that does not permit the water to continue running, otherwise you must use some type of a container to hold the water in order to wash your vehicle.  (Reference Family Housing Guide)

· LEAD ACID BATTERIES - POV lead acid batteries may be disposed of at the AAFES Car Care Center.  It is illegal to place them inside or next to the regular trash dumpster.

· DRY CELL HOUSEHOLD BATTERIES - Used household dry cell batteries may go to the following locations during normal business hours:  Hanau PX by the camera counter, Hanau Commissary by the main entrance, Fliegerhorst Shopette, Buedingen Shopette, Pioneer Shopette, Pioneer Self Help Store, Buedingen Self Help Store, and SSSC.  
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
